NOTE:  Universal Tray depicted may not match identically to product purchased.  However, 
all installation instructions are still applicable unless otherwise noted.

TO INSTALL SCREEN SUPPORT, POSITION BRACKET OF THE SCREEN SUPPORT SO 1.
MOUNTING HOLES LINE UP WITH THE THROUGH HOLES ON THE REAR MOVING 
TRAY.

INSTALL 2X #10-32 X 1/2" (ITEM #1) THROUGH BRACKET, THROUGH THE HOLES OF 2.
THE REAR TRAY AND INTO THE #10-32 SQUARE NUTS (ITEM #2) THAT REST INSIDE 
THE POCKETS ON THE UNDERSIDE OF THE REAR TRAY.  TORQUE FASTENERS TO 
20 IN-LBS 10% USING THE L-KEY PROVIDED WITH YOUR UNIVERSAL TRAY FOR 
ADJUSTMENT OR A T25 PIN-IN TORX DRIVER.

NOTE:  When a pre-applied thread-locking patch is not present on hardware, it is 
recommended to apply a drop of medium strength (blue) thread locking adhesive to the 
threads of the hardware prior to assembly.

MOUNT COMPUTER IN UNIVERSAL TRAY.3.

EXTEND EXTENSION ARM OUT ALLTHE WAY TO END OF TRAVEL.4.

EXTEND SCREEN HOLDER OUT TO LIMIT OF ITS TRAVEL WITHOUT IT COMING OUT 5.
OF EXTENSION ARM.

OPEN SCREEN OF COMPUTER TO DESIRED ANGLE.  LOOSEN CLAMP AND BRING 6.
MAIN SCREEN SUPPORT UP TO BACK OF SCREEN AND TIGHTEN CLAMP.

SLIDE EXTENSION ARM IN SO THAT SCREEN HOLDER TOUCHES SIDE OF SCREEN.7.

ADJUST SCREEN HOLDER IN SO IT FITS TIGHT AGAINST SCREEN.8.

IF THE SCREEN HOLDER IS NOT TIGHT AGAINST THE SCREEN REPLACE THE 9.
SHORTER BUMPERS IN THE SCREEN SUPPORT WITH THE TALLER BUMPERS IN THE 
HARDWARE KIT (ITEM #3).

NOTE:
- SCREEN HOLDER IS DESIGNED TO DETACH AND BE HELD BY TETHER WHEN SCREEN IS 
CLOSED.

- CLAMP CAN BE TIGHTENED BY LOOSENING LEVER ARM, ROTATING NUT AND THEN 
RETIGHTENING LEVER ARM.

- NIGHT EYES:USB (DS-DA-102) CAN BE INSTALLED ONTO BRACKET USING P-CLAMP AND 
SCREW PROVIDED IN NIGHT EYES HARDWARE KIT. PLACE P-CLAMP AROUND NIGHT EYES, AS 
SHOWN.  ALIGN WITH HOLE ON BACK OF MAIN SCREEN SUPPORT AND INSTALL SCREW. 
TIGHTEN TO 10 IN-LBS. 10%.
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
